Rafted together in Vineyard Sound Enelless Summer
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NLSC November Meeting & Program Recap

Following the welcome and introduction of new members and guests at our November NLSC meeting, Joan
Gilmore did an educational presentation on Hypothermia. She used several members as part of her
demonstration to see if we could determine which persorexfabiting mild, moderate, or severe symptoms..
One represented a mild symptom with shivering. One was moderate as he was talking nonsense, and the pe
on the floor was experiencing severe symptoms.

Our guest speakelared Munchgave a very entertaining presentation about his stand
paddleboard trip from Duluth to the Arctic Ocedtte started with a description of his training
and preparation, which included not only physical and mental training but also modifications
that hemade to his paddleboardtie brought the larger of the two
paddleboards that he used for the legs on Lake Superior. It weighs =
25 pounds!

The trip was delayed by several accidents, including a car accident
before he was scheduled to leaV#hen he finally was able to depart,
the first of three stages went up the north shore of Lake Superior from Duluth to Grand Port3
He then contined along the Canadian shore to Terrace Bay and then on to the Michopicote
River.

Switching to the smaller, river paddleboaddred then portaged to the Missanabie River, which he describad as
unpleasant experience, due in partlouds of flies. The last stage was up the Missanabie River to James Bay on the
Arctic OceanThe trip took 37 days and approximately 920 miles.
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
