After several announcements, the evening program began with Amy 

Freiberg presenting a brief talk about Norwegian crafts that she undertook 

while studying there several years ago. She was wearing a sweater that she 

knitted and showed several scarves that she made.  She showed a hoop with 

numerous yarn samples along with the dye formula used to create each 

color. She showed two knives with wood handles that she made along with 

their leather sheaves. In addition to the sheaves, she also showed a leather 

belt, one of several that she had made, the others having been given as gifts. 

 

The guest speaker for the evening was Randy Ellestad from Knife River, MN.  He 

spoke about the life and accomplishments of Gerhard Folgero, a Norwegian sailor 

and shipsô captain who sailed a replica Viking ship from Norway to North America 

in 1927. Randy has done extensive research about Folgero and described how, 

contrary to his fatherôs wishes, Folgero ran away from school and home to follow a 

life on the sea. He became an experienced sailor, navigator, and eventually shipsô 

captain and sailed all over the world.  

Folgero had a dream to prove that the Vikings could have been the first to sail to North American and undertook 

a project to build a replica Viking boat. He recruited a crew that eventually sailed it from a small coastal town in 

Norway via Labrador to North American, through the Great Lakes, and eventually to Duluth. He accomplished 

this without sponsors but by raising funds along the way by, among other things, selling picture postcards and 

visits on the boat. Through his research in the US and Norway, Randy has collected many photos and also 

discovered rare film footage that he copied and was able to show as part of his presentation.  

The replica boat, the Leif Erickson, was purchased from Folgero and donated to the City of Duluth. Randy 

described the history of the display and eventual neglect that the boat suffered over the years. He showed 

pictures of the restoration of the boat that he and a group of volunteers have accomplished. The boat is now in 

storage awaiting decisions about where and how it will be put back on public display.
